Workshop: Being Bold and Having Fun with
"Wet on Wet' Techniques

Tutor: Sophie Knight RWS

In this workshop, Sophie Knight will begin by demonstrating her technique of
spraying the paper with a fine mist of water and squeezing some of the paint directly
onto the paper to get large blocks of colour down quickly. Students will be
encouraged to put this method into practice, to be bold and work quickly — and to
have fun. Working from colourful still lives with flowers, the emphasis will be on
creativity and exploration and not on producing a finished painting. The session
will conclude with a critique of students’ work and a discussion of the merits of
different techniques and approaches. (The maximum number of students on this
course will be 10.)

Materials: Please bring 3 sheets of individually pressed paper — Saunders or
Waterford, 185 grams, not hot pressed, five brushes of different sizes, which must
include one |crge flat wash brush (at least an inch wide), a water container |qrge
enough for large brushes, mixing palette and a drawing board or large pad. Finally
please bring student quality watercolour tubes, including two yellows, four blues,
two yellow, cadmium red and alizarin crimson and white.

Course: Looking at the Overlooked
Tutor: Paul Newland VPRWS

This two-day course will focus on defining objects and their spaces using watercolour
washes. Bring some objects that interest you. Arrange the objects in ways that speak
to you, using a variety of bases (coloured tissue for example, or fabrics). We will
spend two days trying various ways of representing them. It will be essential to
approach this in an experimental frame of mind and without fixed expectations.
We will think about colour, drawing and composition as they arise in response o
our perceptions of the objects. This course is not suitable for beginners.

Materials: Please bring a selection of watercolour paints and brushes and
watercolour paper. No pencils. You may bring a selection of fabrics, fissue paper

or other surfaces on which to experiment.

RWS Autumn Lecture: Patrick Procktor — Art and Life

Speaker: lan Massey

Patrick Procktor (1936-2003) first came to prominence in Sixties London. A notable
painter and printmaker, his distinctive portraits include those of the actor Jill Bennett
and playwright Joe Orton. He was drawn to exotic locations, and visits to China,
India, Italy and Egypt inspired important bodies of work in a range of media.
Procktor became especially renowned as a watercolourist, a medium in which he
was unparalleled amongst artists of his generation. The artist’s biographer, lan
Massey, will describe the development of Procktor’s work and the ways in which his
flamboyant theatrical persondlity influenced the development of his career.

Course: Beginners' Watercolour

pads or blocks of 300gsm paper. A small round brush, a medium round one, a
half-inch or inch wash brush. Jam jars and an old plate on which to mix your
colours. 2b and 3b pencils, a craft-knife, and an eraser.
